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Summer School Programme

We offer a range of Summer courses in June, July and August.

On arrival to Athlone students are welcomed with a welcome pack containing a map
of the town, programme timetable, information about local attractions and places of
interest, useful telephone numbers and the history of Athlone.

Language classes run from 10.00-13.15 Monday to Friday

Class sizes are small, with a maximum of 15 students in any class.

Each student’s level of English is assessed on day one and they are allocated to a class
depending on their level.

The class syllabus is designed under the European Common Framework with a
strong focus on conversation. Students are given check lists for the Common European
Framework to assess their progress throughout the course.

Students are asked to complete a student’s survey on day two, week one, week two and
end of stay.

All learning material is provided.

Students record their progress in a daily learning log, provided to them by Shannon Academy.

There are weekly prizes for “Best in Class” for the student who works the hardest.

On completion of the course students are presented with a certificate.
